o Ensure that the strategies reflect a systemic and sustainable 

approach, addressing constraints at multiple levels (household, 

institutional, market, and policy).

o Set up systems to regularly monitor the progress of livelihood 

planning and implementation. 

o Track the quality and timeliness of handholding/mentoring and 

technical support extended to households.
